Northern Hemisphere The half of the earth north of the equator

Yuri Gagarin – was a Russian cosmonaut 
(astronaut) He became the first human 
in space on April 12, 1961.  

Neil Armstrong – an American astronaut 
and he went into space on the Apollo 11 
spacecraft with two other men called Buzz 
Aldrin and Michael Collins. He is the most 
famous as he was the first man to walk on 
the moon on July 21st 1969.
